	Over 1,150 Stand for Children members and volunteers conducted personal outreach to nearly 45,000 voters through 1,200 phone bank and door-to-door canvass shifts in 12 communities around Oregon.

	Helped Elect a Super-Majority to the Oregon House 

Stand for Children members worked on 10 key legislative races, with the goal of shifting control of the Oregon House to a pro-schools majority. 

· Stand for Children Chapters in North Clackamas and Gresham played a significant role in electing Brent Barton (HD 51) and Greg Matthews (HD 50) who defeated incumbent legislators with weak records on kids and schools.
· Stand for Children PAC provided support to newly elected Representatives Nick Kahl (HD 49), Suzanne VanOrman (HD 52), and Judy Stiegler (HD 54). Stand for Children PAC contributed over $60,000 to fund mail and phone contact with targeted voters.
· Stand for Children members endorsed candidates in 58 state legislative races, including 10 seats considered critical to attaining a supermajority in the Oregon House. Endorsed legislative candidates included 11 Republicans and 48 Democrats (one dual endorsement).
Played a Key Role in Passing 3 Local School Funding Measures Generating $387 Million for Schools & Children’s Programs
Stand for Children members in Salem-Keizer campaigned hard to win voter approval of a $242 million bond – the largest in state history – which will relieve overcrowding, improve outdated school facilities, and fund four new schools. Members in our Portland Chapter helped renew the Children’s Investment Fund, which funds 67 cost-effective, proven programs that serve 16,000 Portland kids each year. Our Lane County Chapter helped renew the local option levy, protecting 10% of the 4J district’s funding.
Helped Defeat Harmful Statewide Ballot Measures 

Stand for Children members contributed to the defeat of 5 dangerous ballot measures (58, 59, 60, 61, & 62) that would have dramatically reduced revenue for schools and unfairly targeted teachers and the children of immigrants. To protect and expand resources available for schools and other critical services, Stand members also played a role in passing ballot measures 56 & 57.
Was the Go-To Source of Voter Information on Kids & Schools
Stand for Children’s election web pages received over 48,000 hits. We mailed our Statewide Voters Guide to over 11,000 members and supporters. Members personally distributed nearly 12,000 local Stand Voter Guides. At least 41 Letters to the Editor and 3 Op Eds by Stand members were printed. Our efforts were featured in The Oregonian, Willamette Week, Statesman Journal, Portland Tribune, Eugene Register Guard, Hillsboro Argus, Spokesman Review, Clackamas Review, Canby Herald, Newport News Times, KVAL, Oregon Public Broadcasting.

Grassroots Campaign Highlights

	Salem-Keizer Chapter

Played a leadership role in passing the $242 m bond, the largest in state history, to build 4 new schools and refurbish dozens of old ones.
	Members helped shape the bond package, served on the political action committee for the campaign, filled 203 phone bank and canvass shifts and talked one-on-one with thousands of voters, wrote dozens of letters to the editor, and personalized thousands of postcards in support of the bond.  Members also filled 13 phone bank and canvass shifts in support of Richard Riggs’ campaign for HD 20 and raised $3,500, matched by Stand for Children PAC, to pay for a Riggs mailer.  

	Portland Chapter

Conducted half of the personal outreach to voters in support of the Children’s Investment Fund renewal, raising $14 m annually.
	More than 90 Stand members and volunteers conducted personal outreach to 6,700 voters through 97 phone bank and door-to-door canvass shifts to contribute to the renewal of the Children’s Investment Fund, which funds 67 cost-effective, proven programs that serve 16,000 kids each year with mentorship, early childhood education, child abuse programs, and support for foster children. The Chapter mailed 1,500 personal postcards to friends and acquaintances.

	Eugene/Bethel Chapter

Helped pass a $75 million local option school levy in Eugene that preserves 10% of the budget.
	200 volunteers knocked on 4,390 doors, made 6,326 phone calls, and reached out to 30 schools to talk to voters in support of the Eugene 4J school levy and to defeat damaging ballot measures from Bill Sizemore and Kevin Mannix. A total of nearly 300 community members attended 17 houseparties organized by Stand members to educate voters about the measures.

	North Clackamas Chapter

Played a key role in electing Brent Barton in a tough race against an incumbent.
	Members filled 103 volunteer shifts, reaching out to almost 4,000 voters and directly talking with over 1,600 – in the last election where the incumbent had to run a competitive race, she won by only 2,000 votes.  Volunteers donated 261 hours and $2,000 dollars to the Barton campaign. In addition, members wrote and published seven letters to the editor on his behalf.

	Gresham Chapter 
Played a key role in electing Greg Matthews in a tough race against an incumbent.
	Members in our newest Chapter reached out to 6,100 voters through 100 volunteer shifts in support of Greg Matthews who said, “My election to the state legislature could not have been realized without their hard work and dedication.

	Central Coast Chapter

Campaigned for Rep Arnie Roblan and on ballot  measures.
	Members knocked on 305 doors, dialed 337 phone numbers, and circulated 427 voter’s guides to defeat dangerous statewide ballot measures, and knocked on 470 doors to re-elect Rep. Arnie Roblan.

	Hillsboro Chapter

Campaigned for Rep David Edwards and Jessica Adamson.
	Over 55 members did 381 hours of calling and canvassing, reaching out to 4,800 voters, resulting in 1,900 personal conversations on the phone and at the doorstep. Adamson lost narrowly.

	Jackson County Chapter

Campaigned for Lynn Howe and on ballot measures.
	Members made over 500 voter contacts for challenger Lynn Howe in a critical precinct. Stand for Children PAC made a significant contribution, allowing Howe to keep her message on TV in the final days of the campaign. Howe lost narrowly.

	Canby & Oregon City 

Campaigned for Toby Forsberg and on ballot measures.
	Members contributed 69 volunteer shifts to Toby Forsberg’s campaign for State Rep, reaching out to 2,800 voters and directly talking to over 800. Forsberg lost by a narrow margin.
