About the Store
· Staples new “green” store, located at 2121 Biscayne Boulevard in Miami, Florida 
· The 20,388-square-foot building was designed and built to incorporate innovative green features, following the U.S. Green Building Council’s Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) standards, to minimize the store’s environmental impact.  

· The store was Miami’s first LEED-registered retail building and Staples’ first LEED store.  The store is pursuing LEED Silver certification. 

· Regular store hours are Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., Saturday 9:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. and Sunday 10:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.  

· Approximately 30 full- and part- time associates are employed at the Staples Biscayne Boulevard store.

· The store was developed by 2121 Biscayne Blvd., LLC.
Overview of Green Benefits & Features:

	Energy


	· The store will save an estimated 14 percent more energy than a standard Staples, leading to decreased carbon emissions

· Approximately 35 percent of the building’s energy will be offset through the purchase of green power in the form of renewable energy certificates 

· All lights are florescent to help reduce energy consumption



	Roof/Building Materials
	· Use of a white cap roof system which can reflect up to 85 percent of the sun’s damaging ultra violet rays and heat 

· Reduction of heat gain lessens the impact of the heat island effect which affects the public health, environment and energy usage

· Drywall, steel, concrete, bathroom partitions, carpet, and parking stops are made from recycled materials  



	Air Conditioning
	· Energy efficient York air conditioning units controlled by a Novar energy management system will save an estimated $6,000 per year in energy costs as compared to a conventional building of the same size

· CO2 monitors have been placed throughout the store which will rely on outdoor air to meet appropriate levels for health and human comfort  



	Water
	· Savings of approximately 100 gallons of water per day compared to a traditional retail building

· Rooftop gutter systems collect rainwater for landscaping 

· Low flow toilets and waterless urinals in bathrooms



	Air Quality
	· The carpet and paints used inside the store contain low levels of Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) to provide healthy indoor air quality for employees and customers

· Vacuum equipment will use HEEPA filters to reduce airborne dust



	Landscaping


	· Planting of shade trees to reduce parking lot heat gain

· Planting of 100 percent native plants and shrubs that require minimum water (Fakahatchee grass, silver buttonwood, wild coffee and red tip cocoplum)



	Cleaning Supplies
	· A “low VOC” non-petroleum based indoor cleaning program uses cleaning materials approved by the Greenseal program

· Use of only recycled paper products in the bathrooms



	Recycling 
	· Convenient locations for paper, plastic, glass, aluminum and cardboard recycling throughout store 

· Everyday, in-store recycling for office technology, personal technology and ink and toner cartridges (as offered by all Staples stores)

	· Close proximity to public transportation

· Bicycle racks and employee showers to encourage fewer trips in vehicles

· Preferred parking for hybrid vehicles
